"Mediation, a way to avoid going to court", Geneva Tribune, 19 April 2016 
 
An article in the Geneva Tribune analysed         
mediation practice in Switzerland and in its various 
cantons, with specific insights from the mediators 
Isabelle Bieri, Dieter Steudel, Florence Studer,   
Birgit Sambeth Glasner and Guy A. Bottequin. 
Although mediation is gaining ground in            
Switzerland and in the French-speaking areas of 
the 28 EU countries, there is still some way to go 
before it is established in minds and in practice.    
It has been included in the Code of Criminal       
Procedure since 2011 but there are still too few 
judges using this method, due to a lack of     
awareness about mediation. 
Conflicting parties do not think of it themselves, 
due to a lack of education. By contrast, in Canada, 
mediation is covered in education from an early 
age. There is a lack of confidence in the mediation 
process in 'Latin' Europe. Yet it has many            
advantages and areas of application. 
However, there is a favourable change in attitude 
among lawyers, who are still the best placed to   
advise their clients.
