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Press conference - SWEET JUSTICE 
 

On Thursday 18 September 2014, GENEVACCORD ADR gave a press conference at the Caviar House & Prunier 
in Geneva, as a launch for the show SWEET JUSTICE which starts on 22 October. 
It was attended by 12 journalists from radio, television and printed press. 

Guy A. Bottequin was accompanied by Andrea Staubli, President of the FSM/DSM, and the main actor, Alain 
Carré. 
Maître Marc Bonnant participated remotely, having unfortunately been detained abroad. 

The conference provided a unique opportunity for discussion, allowing the journalists to gain clarification and 
details, as much about the basis for the show, conflict mediation, as about the production. 
The discussions also covered potential applications for mediation, mediator training and the role of lawyers. 

Alain Carré commented on the complexity of being on stage as a professional actor, alongside mediators and 
lawyers who are playing their own professional roles. The mediator, Guy A Bottequin, added that the play in 
Geneva will be a first, in that the actors will have memorized their script while the lawyers and mediator will 
be able to improvise.  

The anecdote told by Alain Carré to the journalists was particularly memorable: 
"When I got the call from Guy Bottequin to take part in SWEET JUSTICE, I was rehearsing a western. There's 
no possibility of mediation in a western!”
